Scoliosisisanabnormalcurvingofthespine (backbone). Everyone’s spine naturally curves a bit.
But people with scoliosis have a spine that curves too much.

Scoliosis most often affects girls. Most cases of scoliosis are mild, but some children develop
spine deformities that continue to get more severe as they grow. Severe scoliosis can be
disabling. An especially severe scoliosis can reduce the amount of space within the chest, and it
will be difficult for the lungs to function properly.

A patient with scoliosis usually has uneven shoulders, one shoulder blade more prominent than
the other, one hip higher than the other.

X-rays can confirm the diagnosis of scoliosis. If a doctor thinks that an underlying condition (e.
g. a tumor) is causing the scoliosis, the patient may be recommended more imaging tests
including MRI, CT or bone scan.
