Warfarin is an anticoagulant medication that helps prevent and treat blood clots. It is commonly
prescribed for conditions like deep vein thrombosis (DVT), pulmonary embolism (PE), atrial fibrillation
(AFib), and after heart valve surgery. Warfarin works by blocking vitamin K-dependent clotting factors,
reducing the blood’s ability to form clots.

Patients taking warfarin must have regular blood tests (INR monitoring) to ensure the dose is correct.
Common side effects include easy bruising, prolonged bleeding from cuts, and nosebleeds. Serious risks
include severe bleeding (e.g., gastrointestinal or brain hemorrhage) if the INR is too high. Warfarin
interacts with many medications (e.g., antibiotics, NSAIDs) and foods high in vitamin K (e.g., leafy
greens), which can affect its effectiveness. Patients should avoid alcohol and inform their doctor before
starting any new medication.

Insulin glargine is a long-acting insulin used to control high blood sugar in adults and children with
diabetes mellitus. It provides a steady release of insulin over 24 hours, helping to maintain baseline
glucose levels. Unlike rapid-acting insulin, it is not meant to correct sudden spikes in blood sugar.
Patients should inject insulin glargine once daily, at the same time each day, under the skin



(subcutaneously) in the abdomen, thigh, or upper arm. Rotating injection sites is important to prevent
lipodystrophy (thickening or thinning of the skin). Hypoglycemia (low blood sugar) is the most common
side effect and can cause dizziness, sweating, confusion, or fainting. Other possible reactions include
injection site reactions (redness, itching), weight gain, and, rarely, severe allergic reactions. Patients
should monitor blood sugar regularly and be aware of symptoms of hypoglycemia, especially when
exercising or skipping meals.
