An opening is made through the crown of the tooth to the
pulp chamber.

AHTJIMACKUM SA3BIK

Treating impacted teeth requires careful, precise interventions, and the supervision of a licensed,
experienced orthodontist. Depending on the severity or placement of the impacted tooth, as well as the
positioning of the rest of the teeth, the most effective treatment may be to simply extract the impacted
tooth. This requires oral surgery from a dedicated oral surgeon or dentist with extraction experience.
Extractions will generally take place before beginning orthodontic care. If oral surgery is necessary, your
dentist or orthodontist will give you a referral for the procedure. Oral surgery requires referral from
another dental professional. There are many useful, effective, and safe interventions for impacted teeth
using braces treatment. Metal or ceramic braces may be used to treat an impacted tooth, under the
supervision of an experienced orthodontist. One such treatment method involves a simple surgery to open
the gum and expose a small piece of the impacted tooth. A small ring is then affixed to the tooth, which
attaches to the braces wire with a small chain. The consistent tension of the chain slowly coaxes the tooth
out of its impacted position, into place with the other teeth. Once the tooth has come down, traditional
braces treatment can be used to adjust it into proper alignment.

Pulpitis happens when your dental pulp becomes inflamed. There are 2 types of pulpitis:
reversible pulpitis and irreversible pulpitis. The first sign of pulpitis is pain. Then appears sensitivity to
sweet foods or drinks and cold. As inflammation builds in your tooth, the pulp can die. The tooth can then
become infected and cause an abscess. There are many things that cause inflammation in your dental
pulp, e.g. biting down on something hard, old fillings or tooth restorations that weaken over time,
grinding your teeth, injury to your mouth or tooth. The treatment for pulpitis depends on the type and the
cause. For reversible pulpitis, treating the underlying problem treats the pulpitis. Usually, this means
removing any tooth decay and filling the tooth. If your tooth is cracked, they might also do a crown. If the
damage is too extensive, your doctor will do a root canal. Regular brushing, flossing, and dental check-
ups are essential for preventing dental cavities that can lead to pulpitis.

Silver-coloured amalgam fillings are the cheapest tooth filling material available and is relatively
easy to apply. It's also the strongest, which is why it's often used on stress-bearing surfaces. It's a
particularly good option for large or deep fillings. One obvious downside is the aesthetics; metal fillings
are unsightly and so are usually avoided for front teeth. Some people also prefer to avoid amalgam
fillings because of concerns about their mercury content.



Composite resin fillings are shaded to match your natural tooth colour as closely as possible,
making the filling hardly noticeable. However, this dental filling material isn't quite as durable as
amalgam. It therefore may not be recommended for deep fillings and those on biting surfaces. It is also
more technically difficult to apply, meaning the process takes a little longer.

Glass ionomer cement is not as strong as composite resin, so its use is often limited to temporary
fillings, such as in children's milk teeth. It may also be used to fill decayed areas on teeth roots below the
gum line, since it doesn't have to bond to a dry surface. It has the added benefit of releasing fluoride,
which helps prevent further decay.

Peri-implantitis is a site-specific infectious disease that causes an inflammatory process in soft
tissues, and bone loss around an osseointegrated implant in function. Diagnosis is based on changes of
color in the gingiva, bleeding and probing depth of peri-implant pockets, X-ray, and gradual loss of bone
height around the tooth. Treatment will differ depending upon whether it is a case of peri-implant
mucositis or peri-implantitis. The management of implant infection should be focused on the control of
infection, the detoxification of the implant surface, and regeneration of the alveolar bone.
